	Policy
	In order to use the KPPI system to process orders, it is necessary to download orders for patients to the handhelds. Orders can be selected to be downloaded to the handheld by selecting locations (nursing units) in the hospital or by selecting patients within those locations. 

Lab Assistants are prohibited from collecting specimens from any patients if the lab order(s) is/are not found in the KPPI handheld.
If an RN is asking to change the time and/or date of collection, or to cancel an order; the lab assist should instruct the RN to discontinue the lab order in KP HealthConnect. Instruct RN to re-order the lab order(s) as appropriate. 
In order to update the collection list in the KPPI, the lab assistant must update the handheld (wireless) or dock (in non-wireless).  If after 30 minutes the lab order is not discontinued, the lab assistant will proceed to collect the lab order(s).
Rescheduling lab orders is allowed only in the following scenarios:
· If patient is not in the room.

· If patient is having blood transfusion.

· If patient is having a procedure.

· If patient transferred.

Lab Assistants are NOT ALLOWED to cancel any lab order(s) in any circumstances
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	Policy (continued)
	Positive patient identification is accomplished by scanning the bar code on the patient wristband with the MediCopia handheld device, i.e, Patient’s name and Medical Record Number.

	
	The following criteria of blood collection must be followed by the Lab Assistants:

STAT Test - must be collected within 20 minutes after an order is placed in Health Connect

Timed Critical – must be collected ±15 minutes of scheduled collection time.

In order to achieve timeliness of AM blood collection, the Lab Assistants are required to incur their first draw 15 minutes after clock-in, i.e. 15 minutes is the time allowed to prepare their phlebotomy carts.

KPPI labels must not be printed before any blood collection will take place. KPPI label(s) is/are to be printed only after successful specimen collection and print only label(s) which specimen(s) is/are successfully collected. Thereafter, specimen sample(s) is/are to be labeled in the presence of the patient.

Lab Assistants are prohibited from printing labels that is collected by RN..     NOTE: Never print or complete any KPPI label(s) without any accompanying specimen sample(s).
