	If a sterile site sample is received with no order for gram stain or culture or if that specimen has a gram stain order only or culture order only then follow the steps below to verify if a culture or a gram stain is needed. Examples of sterile sites are:  CSF, Endotracheal Aspirate, Bronchial Aspirate, and Peritoneal Aspirate.

	Check in KRMS under display orders and KPHC if there is an order for a culture or a gram stain on all sterile fluids.

	If yes accession for culture or gram stain.

	3
	If no check with ordering area and if no culture or gram stain is needed then document in KRMS under gram stain or culture accessioning comment section as either No culture or No gram stain ordered per requestor (Name).

	4
	If gram stain or culture accessioning is already complete go to update accessioning and indicate under comment section: No culture ordered or No gram stain ordered.

	Do not discard or send sample until you have verified with requestor, in KRMS, or HC that the specimen requires a culture order only or a gram stain order only.

	Make gram stain, initial gram stain or process culture and indicate who performed the task.
