	With autorelease LMS of urinalysis is not required.  All urinalysis samples not requiring microscopic analysis are autorleased from ICHEM Velocity.  Samples requiring microscopic analysis are released from Iris IQ200.  This document describes the auto-release process of urinalysis results.

	Action

	1
	Verify that daily QC is done and acceptable. (note: If QC is not acceptable you must resolve QC and have acceptable QC results prior to running any patient samples). If QC is acceptable you may then auto-release urinalysis results as follows.

	2
	Load Samples on IRIS Velocity

	3
	Racks automatically move from IRIS Velocity to IQ200 Sprint. All Urine Chemistry results will be autoverified except for Glucose with result of >500mg/dL and patient is <18 years old. This result will be a critical value and is intended to aid in the identification of new type 1 diabetes mellitus patients presenting in diabetic ketoacidosis.

	4
	Perform critical call procedure in Cerner for patients with glucose of >500mg/dL and is <18 years old.

	5
	Samples that are positive Urine Chemistries such as blood, leukocyte esterase, nitrite or protein >trace will reflex a UA microscopic and will be analyzed by IRIS IQ200 for microscopic findings. 

	6
	All microscopic verified from IRIS IQ200 will autoverify in cerner.
