	Follow the steps below to complete the Cleaning Procedure


	Step
	Action

	1.
	Drain all baths

	2.
	Transfer pickup tubes of supplies 2 and 4 to the Methanol cleaning bottles.  Wrap pickup tubes assembly in clean gauze to prevent dripping.

	3.
	Individually fill baths (2 and 3) with Methanol.

	4.
	Allow the Methanol to sit in the baths for at least 15 minutes.

	5.
	Drain baths (2 and 3) individually or you may select Drain all Baths.

	6.
	Remove pick up tubes assembly from the Methanol cleaning bottles and turn them upside down.  Wrap pick up assembly in clean gauze to prevent from dripping.

	7.
	While holding pick-up tubes individually fill baths (2 and 3) with air.  Allow air to flow through pick –up tubes for less than 2 minutes and press Cancel.  (This will prevent the low supply warning).

	8.
	Transfer pick up tubes assembly back into supplies ( 2 and 4)

	9. 
	Select the Finish icon from the Local Navigation Bar.

	10.
	Clean or Replace baths, especially baths (2 and 3).

	11 
	Clean the probes by wiping them with Methanol.

	12.
	Place DxH Slidemaker Stainer Online to continue working.

	13.
	Document on DxH Slidemaker Stainer Maintenance Log the date cleaning was performed and CLS initial.
