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IRIS Velocity and IQ200 Power up and Shutdown

	Purpose
	Iris Diagnostics recommend that the instruments remain on at all times.  However, in the event of maintenance, the need to reboot, or emergency, the instrument must be shut down and powered up in a specific sequence in order to achieve correct communication between the instrument, the PC workstation of the instrument, and the laboratory information systems.


	Workplace Safety
