	PROCEDURE
	1. Place a small fleck of mucus or a drop of liquid stool on a glass 
microscope slide.

2. Allow the specimen to air dry.

3. Stain slide with Wright's stain on Ames Hema Tek slide stainer.

4. View the slide under oil immersion lens (100X) and report any 
white cells seen as follows:

             A.
No WBC'S seen. 

             B.
Few WBC'S seen = 1-5 cells/oil immersion field. 

             C.
Moderate WBC'S seen = 6-10 cells/oil immersion field.

             D.  Many WBC'S seen = >10 cells/oil immersion field.
