	· ED specimens that are not acceptable (clotted, hemolyzed, etc.) - the order needs to be cancelled and reordered. Do not modify the collection time especially if part of it is already done. For example CBC and lytes on same accession #. CBC is done and released but Lytes is unacceptable due to hemolysis. Lytes order needs to be cancelled and reordered. Modifying the time is not acceptable. The whole accession # including the CBC will be modified if this is done. Urinalysis orders that were pushed without the specimen can be modified but this should not be often.  ED staff were asked not to do this. We cannot modify the collection time if some results were already released.
