Micro Beaker review for competency     11/12/14


The Outstanding list is very important to review often.  Each person is assigned a bench for the day and needs to attend to their pending specimens.   The Expected List will show any specimens that were collected but not received into our lab yet.  We are expecting them to come.  Remember specimens are created when a label is printed. When collection information is entered, the status in Chart review changes to Collected.  We should find these specimens by calling the appropriate location.  Specimens need to be only printed when they are going to be immediately collected.

The only specimen that can be removed from the Set up bench is blood.  Sputum, urine and fluids cannot be removed once in the que.  If a label is needed, it can be printed from Set up bench >Labels and Docs.

A  Communication log can be started and added to in Result entry even when the specimen has been final verified or finalized.  It is very important to close any Comm logs when you are finished.  If we are resulting a positive gram stain for a blood culture, we open a Comm log in the gram stain result.

Comments that we desire to go to the patients chart needs to be entered in a white box.  When an additional susceptibility is entered; Dzone, it should be entered into a white comment box.

Once an organism is final verified, the organism identification cannot be changed.  When the identification is in the preliminary stage, it change be changed without an Error correction.


When sputum needs to be rejected for epithelial cells, we first must enter the reason why and put this specimen for a redraw.  It is important that we document in the chart that we couldn’t preform this specimen due to contamination.  Cancel and redraw are very different in Beaker.


GeneXpert positive blood assay results are entered in the Culture tab of Result entry.  Then a component in the GeneXpert MRSA/MSSA workup tab needs entered.  Click Actions and result the gram stain.
