	Purpose
	This process describes how manage requests for volume reduced platelets.

	Policy Statements
	· General indications for volume reduced platelets are:

· Transfusion of ABO incompatible plasma to any NICU recipient.  

· Any patient on strict fluid restrictions as directed by the ordering provider.

· For other patients, especially if receiving multiple transfusions of incompatible platelets, as directed by the physician or pathology.

· Any patient with increase risk for Transfusion-Associated Circulatory Overload (TACO). 

· Full or half units of apheresis platelets may be volume reduced per provider request.
