Real Time Receipt of Specimens

Effective immediately, all Microbiology and Chemistry urine specimens must be received upon arrival in the Laboratory.
We will instruct all nursing units/porters to drop off all specimens into a bucket located on the front bench next to the stat centrifuge.
All staff, including technologists and lab assistants, will be responsible for receiving the specimen and transferring the specimen to the proper storage requirements.
Monday 06:00 through Friday 23:00, all Surgical Pathology specimens/cytology specimens will be delivered to the Histology Lab.

Between the hours of 23:00 and 06:00, Monday through Friday, and 23:00 Friday through 06:00 Monday, including holidays, all Surgical Pathology specimens will be checked to ensure that the name on the requisition matches the name on the specimen. All incoming Surgical Pathology specimens must be recorded on the log sheet provided.
All Surgical Pathology specimens must be placed in formalin and stored at room temperature.

All Cytology specimens must be placed in the provided bucket and stored refrigerated.

All specimens that require cytogenetics (i.e. chromosome studies) must be placed in Hank’s Solution and kept refrigerated.
