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1.0 PURPOSE

1.1
All communicable diseases MUST be reported to Infection Control and to the Units. This will be done via the ICP Worksheet on the Y-drive for IPAC and by phoning the Hospital Unit where the patient is located.  

1.2 Also, as per Ontario Regulation 559/91, under the Health Protection and Promotion Act, all reportable diseases MUST be reported to the MOH/Health Unit (WECHU) either by fax, phone or both.  A list of these diseases is available below as well as on the WECHU website, and a copy is located on the respiratory reporting bench and by the fax.
NOTE: It is the responsibility of the laboratory isolating any reportable disease to notify the local Health Unit.
For organisms reported by PHO that were sent for confirmation by our lab:

· Check the organism name against the list of RG3 organisms (bacteria and fungus) as per IHL-MIC-III Filamentous Fungal Cultures and other Suspected High Risk Pathogens
2.0 LIST OF REPORTABLE DISEASES
All of the following diseases are to be reported to Infection Control by adding to the ICP Worksheet on the Y-drive.  In addition, you MUST perform any other notification as indicated next to the disease.
· Meningococcal Disease (invasive) INCLUDING SUSPICIOUS gRAM STAIN-Phone and Fax BOTH IPAC AND WECHU IMMEDIATLY
· GROUP A STREPTOCOCCI (INVASIVE)-Phone and Fax BOTH IPAC AND WECHU IMMEDIATELY
· SPINAL FLUIDS (POSITIVE GRAM STAINS AND CULTURE RESULTS):  Phone and Fax WECHU
· HAEMOPHILUS INFLUENZA (INVASIVE)- Phone and Fax WECHU

· E.COLI 0157-Phone and Fax WECHU

· ANY UNUSUAL OCCURRENCES, CLUSTERS, OR POTENTIAL OUTBREAK IN ICU OR NICU OF STENOTROPHOMONAS, ACINETOBACTER, BACILLUS CEREUS, ASPERGILLUS, AND SERRATIA-Phone IPAC
· POSITIVE BLOOD CULTURE REPORTS 
· MRSA

· VRE
· POSITIVE C.DIFFICILE 

· ANY ESBL
· POSSIBLE CPE-Phone IPAC if E.coli or K.pneumoniae
· ANY MULTIPLE DRUG RESISTANT ORGANISM

4.0 PROCEDURE
4.1 For workup done in WRH Micro:
4.1.1 After reading plates and recording results in Microbiology VDU, call the report to the patient unit and/or Physician’s office (previous VRE/MRSA on the same admission do not require a phone call).
4.1.2 Document on the report date/initials/time/information conveyed.
4.1.3 Add patient information and details to the ICP Worksheet on the Y-drive.
4.1.4 Add “ICP notified” to final report to be issued.
4.1.5 Phone/Fax as indicated in List of Reportable Diseases to IPAC/WECHU.
4.2 For PHO reports with reportable diseases:

4.2.1 After receiving a fax of a reportable disease, call the report to the patient unit and/or Physician’s office.

4.2.2 Document in ULTRA under tracking (date, time, names, ICP notified, information conveyed).

4.2.3 Stamp on report with phoned report information.

4.2.4 Document in ICP Worksheet.

4.2.5 Phone/Fax as indicated in List of Reportable Diseases to IPAC/WECHU.
