POSTNATAL:

The mother’s type, Rh, antibody screen and fetal screen must be tested as well as the baby’s type and Rh.  If an antibody screen was done during the current admission, it does not need to be repeated.  When the baby’s Rh is positive and the mother’s Rh is negative, it is the lab’s responsibility to order the postnatal Rhogam workup or fetal maternal bleed testing.
1.       Mother’s Rh must be negative.  This must be verified by either a previous 

      type in Meditech or a second tech typing the patient also.
2.       Baby’s Rh must be positive or Weak D positive.  All Rh negative baby’s

must have a Weak D test performed.
3.       Fetal Screen must be performed.  They will be sent to Path Labs.
4.       In Meditech, order RL.FETALBLEED.  Meditech will request the baby’s   

date of birth, ABO and Rh, baby’s DAT results and the mother’s ABO and 

Rh.   The Rh and DAT results must be typed out as Positive or Negative.  

Do not use N/P.   Put requisition in send out department.  This will be 
resulted through Path Labs.
5.       Rhogam must be given within 72 hours after the delivery or miscarriage.
