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BRONCHOSCOPY BIOPSY

Purpose
To provide a procedure for the gross examination of a bronchoscopy biopsy specimen.
Principle
To submit all identifiable portions of tissue so that a diagnosis can be made microscopically by a Pathologist.

· Ruler
· Forceps
· Blue biopsy sponges

· PPE should be worn.
· FORMALIN is a known carcinogen.

The following supplies and reagents are needed for this

· 10% NEUTRAL BUFFERED FORMALIN (pH range 6.9 – 7.2) - BBC Biochemical, Item # 0151 (5 Gallon Cube)
· HEMATOXYLIN I, Richard-Allen Scientific, Reorder Number 7221.

· All tissue should be submitted.

· The specimen should be fixed in formalin.

Procedure
Follow the steps listed below:
1. The specimen will arrive in a jar of formalin.
2. Using forceps, carefully remove all portions of tissue from the container.

3. Dictate the number of pieces, the size (greatest dimension – cm.), the shape, the color, and the consistency of the tissue.

4. All tissue should be submitted by wrapping the specimen in tissue paper.  

5. If there is more than one fragment, divide into multiple blocks with one fragment per block (maximum of 5 blocks).
6. The specimen should be inked with hematoxlyin.

7. Step sections (X4) should be dictated under the special procedures section of the pathology report. This refers to 4 levels with 1 and 4 stained with H&E and 2 and 3 left unstained for possible future immuno stains.
8. The specimen should fix for at least 6 hours before processing begins.

9. The cassette or cassettes should be placed in a rack in formalin that will be loaded on the appropriate processor.
