Procedure
Follow the steps listed below:
1. The specimen will be received fresh (preferably 1 cm cube, but can perform on core biopsies).

2. Measure the specimen (3 dimensions – cm.).
3. Place half of the specimen in Michel’s Fluid to be held for possible immunofluorescent studies.

4. Place the other half in a cassette in formalin (for routine H&E, congo red, and crystal violet stains). Include in the dictation to insert the fat pad series under special procedures. 

5. Load on the appropriate end of day processor.
