1. ECi is Dead – Long live the Vitros 5600

a. The ECi has finally died and is beyond repair

b. Most testing has been validated on the V5600 and can be performed on that instrument

c. Please run the following tests on the Vitros 5600 using manual programming and manual resulting procedures currently in use:

1. Ferritin

2. Total PSA

3. TSH

4. Free T4

5. Β-hCG

6. Troponin I

d. Until we receive the sign off from DynaLIFE the following tests will need to be workstation redirected to DynaLIFE:

1. HIV

2. HCV

3. HBSAB

4. HBSAG

e. In order to ensure efficiency, please place all samples to be redirected to DynaLIFE in a rack in the sample storage fridge. This way all samples can be redirected at one time so that samples are not missed.

2. Label Troubleshooting

a.  There are instructions attached to the sides of the label printer. Please use the instructions to perform routine procedures BEFORE waiting for someone else to fix it.

b. Do NOT call the LIS Administrators to assist with troubleshooting the label printers; The label printers are not the responsibility of the territorial LIS, but STHA equipment.

3. Doctor Privileges

a. Orders have been received from physicians without STHA privileges coming from Stanton sites: Specifically, Dr. Wong and Dr. Ayoubi

b. You will notice that the physician will not have a YEL, YMCL, YMCE code.

c. The order will need to be returned to the ordering location for an appropriate physician with appropriate credentials to endorse the order.

4. ECG’s

a. Erin has discovered some ECG’s from our pending list that have our stamp indicating that we have received them back however, we have not “Final Received” them in the LIS.

5. Post Vasectomy

a. There is a new protocol coming out for PV sample testing.
