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	HEMATOLOGY CJD PROTOCOL



PURPOSE

To provide instruction for standard safety precautions when handling specimens from patients with known or suspected cases of CJD or vCJD.

SPECIMEN

Specimen types submitted to hematology with known detectable infectivity may include:

· Cerebrospinal Fluids

· Thoracic/Abdominal Fluids

· Amniotic Fluids

· Bone Marrow aspirate

PROTOCOL ACTIVATION PROCEDURE

1. The Care Manager will notify the Infection Control Team of the patient with suspected or known CJD/ vCJD at admission or diagnosis, or when scheduling a surgical procedure.

2. The Microbiology Supervisor will notify other managers and the MT Coordinator that the protocol is activated.

3. Environmental Services will deliver special double-lined waste disposal containers for all specimens and infectious material.

4. When the disposal of specimen/materials is complete, the MT Coordinator will notify Environmental Services at:

PROCEDURE/STANDARD PRECAUTIONS

1. The TIC or MT Coordinator will notify staff members of protocol activation.

2. PPE consisting of eye goggles/shields/ gloves/lab coat are mandatory.

3. Discard gloves (one use only) after testing/aliquoting specimen.  Discard in the special waste container.

4. Soak ALL equipment used in testing (i.e. hemocytometer, cover glass, Petri dish, slides, pipettes) in FRESH 10% bleach for 1 hour.

5. After decontamination with bleach, discard all of the items in the special waste container.
