Quick Reference for Temperature Monitoring Screen
1. Audible alarm will sound at TV screen monitor.  Equipment in alarm will turn RED.

2. Silence the alarm by pressing the red button.  Hold button for a couple of seconds and then walk away.

3. Go to computer monitor near large centrifuge and it will have the same display screen.  Click on ACK to acknowledge alarm so it will go away (in the upper left corner of screen).

4. Horn will go off again in 15 minutes if the problem is not resolved.

5. Call the contact person (refer to posted list) and let them know the alarm is going off.  It may be an easy fix, door ajar, fan blocked, moving inventory.

6. Document on the blood bank clipboard who you spoke to, time, and your initials.

7. Do NOT Disable the alarm unless told to do so by the contact person.  This should only be done if you are sure there is a problem and someone directs you. For example, power out at 620 building or core.

8. Leave a note in the Blood Bank Communication log for the next shift to follow up and contact the appropriate supervisor.  We will have to Enable the alarm again after that supervisor tells us to.
