PROCESS:
1. Coolers arrive at approximately 9:00 am from Blood Bank.
2. In Meditech, Blood Bank screen (green), choose #135 RETURN TO PRIOR STATUS.
3. Enter ARC unit #.
4. At prior status: do F9 lookup, choose #2 READY.

5. Change Status? Y.

6. Check Hemotemp sticker. FLOWER MUST BE BLUE.

7. Edit comment: Hemotemp sticker OK, (Initials, date and time will automatically be recorded in Meditech upon filing).

8. Crossmatch tags will come attached to the blood unit.

9. Place on shelf in refrigerator in an organized manner.  If a patient has more than one unit, keep them together.

10. Platelets come in a Red Cross box and must remain at ROOM TEMP.  Place on rocker inside platelet incubator.  Turn on rocker then close door.

11. Document temps for refrigerator and platelet incubator every two hours on manual temp log.

ISSUING UNIT:

1. Nursing may only pick up one patient at a time.

2. Nursing presents completed BLOOD PRODUCT ISSUE REQUEST form: See Example.

3. Date/Time.

4. Patient label containing patient name, MR# and DOB.

5. Nurse documents patient blood type on form.

6. Nurse initials #1 through #6.

7. Vital signs checked off.

8. Blood product to be picked up:

a. PCL
b. PLTPH
c. FFP

9. Special Requirements (must be checked off even if NONE).

10. Nurse signs bottom line on left.

11. Person picking up product signs bottom line on right (can be one nurse signing both).

#45 ISSUE UNIT:
1. Enter specimen number.
2. Check patient name, MR# and DOB on sticker on blood against form.
3. F11 past hct.
4. Note any Special Requirements (such as Irradiated).  F11 past boxes.
5. Choose unit to be issued: Enter Y next to it.
6. Press enter to messenger: Type in the last name of person picking up product.
7. Press enter to location: Type ONC.
8. At card printer: line feed out BB1, enter OMOBP.
9. Press enter by ACCEPTABLE indicating ok appears acceptable (no visible clots, no hemolysis, or bacterial contamination.
10. ISSUE? Y
11. Issue tag prints to printer – OMOBP.
12. Put ARC# on bottom of form with tech initials.
13. Person picking up unit reads information on the blood bag out loud to Heme tech.
a. Patient name
b. Medical Record #
c. Date of Birth
d. Product (ex. Packed cells irradiated)
e. ARC unit #
f. Blood Type of Unit
g. Expiration date on unit
h. Heme tech signs: Issued by: _____________
i. ONC personnel signs: Issued to: ___________
14. Attach Issue tag to blood product with tach-it gun for blood.
15.  Use plastic attachment for platelets.
16. Blood products must be transported to the Oncology Center in a transport box (aka tackle box).
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
