Use of Fan in the Outpatient Draw Area

Purpose:

I. Clinical Indications: Use of a fan in the outpatient clinical lab space is limited to patient care when the patient is feeling unwell.
II. Guideline: Turn on and direct the fan toward the outpatient to cool them when they are having an adverse reaction to the procedure being performed. Signs and symptoms of complications include pallor, perspiration, hyperventilation and a patient who goes from talkative to silent.
Discontinue use of the fan once the patient has left the treatment area. 
The fan will be covered when the outpatient draw area is closed. 
The fan will be cleaned at least monthly to minimize dust according to manufacturer recommendations and cleaning will be documented. 
· Ensure the fan is turned off and unplugged
· Use a soft cloth to wipe the outer surface of the fan and to clean the rear grill.
· To clean between the grills and fan blade area, use pipe cleaner, flexible dust wand, vacuum cleaner or compressed air to gently remove the dust.
· The fan and any accessories (remote control) will be wiped down with a PDI sani-wipe. 
III. Safety Factors: Fan must have periodic cleaning in order to minimize dust and maintain clean equipment.
a. Contraindications/Adverse Effects Fan must only be used when a patient is having complications to the procedure being performed and not for facilities issues with the room.
Do not operate the fan with a damaged cord or plug or if the product malfunctions. A damaged fan must be removed from service, tagged “Do Not Use” and replaced.
