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Retrieving a Blood Product Once Issued

	Purpose
	This procedure describes how to retrieve a blood product after being issued.


	Policy
	When a notified of a supplier recall or blood product deviation that affects the safety, purity or potency of a product occurs, the product must be retrieved whenever possible.


	Procedure
	Follow the steps below to retrieve a blood product that has been issued within the last 4 hours.


	Step
	Action

	1. 
	Look the unit number up in Blood Bank Inquiry.

If:

Then:

Unit is in IF status or has been issued greater than 4 hours ago

· Unit cannot be retrieved

· Document that it has been transfused.

Unit is in IS status and it was issued less than 4 hours ago

· Identify the recipient and location of blood issue.

 

	2. 
	Contact the nursing area and request the product be discontinued and returned to the Transfusion Service immediately.

· Describe the reason for return.

	3. 
	If the patient is at risk, notify the Physician and Pathologist.

· Describe the reason for return and clinical impact on the patient.

	4. 
	Document communication as a non-chartable comment in the LIS.
