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Policy for Deglycerolized RBC Products
	Purpose
	The purpose of this policy is to provide information regarding storage and processing of Deglycerolized RBC Products.


	Policy
	· Frozen RBCs are not stored at Sutter Roseville Medical Center
· Typically units are frozen when they exhibit rare antigen types or are Autologous units that 
have been requested to be frozen by the physician.

· Deglycerolized RBCs are stored at 1-6C and expire 24hrs from the time that they are thawed.

· Units are processed, confirmed and crossmatched according to standard protocol for the parent
 unit (ie. Packed cell or Autologous packed cell).
· Deglycerolized units are special order products and not stocked as inventory. Generally, the 
blood supplier initiates the use of Deglycerolized due to the inability to provide a liquid unit.

· Coordinate with patient’s RN to get an accurate estimated time of transfusion. Communicate
that the product expires within 24 hrs and must be transfused as soon as it is available to 
the care giver .
· When ordering from blood supplier, provide an accurate estimated time of transfusion as part

of the order.
