Processing and Issuing Uncrossmatched Blood for Neonates
	Purpose
	The purpose of this procedure is to provide a safe, controlled process for providing blood products for Neonates in emergent situations when pre-transfusion testing has not been completed.


	Policy
	· In an emergency when a delay in blood transfusion may jeopardize life, the attending physician may request that blood be issued before pre-transfusion testing including crossmatch is completed (uncrossmatched).

· The Uncrossmatched blood order is initiated by verbal order and will be followed up by EPIC INFUXM order as soon as possible by the physician/RN.

· If baby’s registration has not been completed, issue products labeled with a blank UNXM Universal Donor label or if provided, complete with as much information as is available. (Ex. Last name, Baby)

	Step
	Action

	1.
	The Transfusion Service receives a phone call requesting Uncrossmatched or Emergent Blood for a Neonate.

	2.
	Complete the information on the Uncrossmatched Call Sheet form: patient name and medical record number (if provided), who called, date and time of call, 1 unit requested, location units are needed and your name or initials.

	3.
	Read back the patient identification, order and location needed to confirm accuracy of the information.

	4.
	Request assistance from BB SLA or another CLS, as needed.

	5.
	Remove 1 unit of O Neg, IRRAD, CMV Neg baby blood from Neonate supply. 


	6.
	Add Safe-T-Vue Indicator, if not already on unit.

	7.
	Pull 2 stickers form back of bag and 1 segment. 

	8.
	Place 1 sticker on Downtime Issue log and 1 on empty test tube.

	9.
	Place segment in labeled test tube.

	10.
	Attach Universal UNXM RBC tag to unit and complete as much patient information as was provided.

In the event that patient identification information was not provided, the RN/Dr is responsible for completing the patient information after the situation has stabilized.

	Complete as much patent information as is available on Downtime Issue log.

	12.
	Verify information on Downtime Issue log matches unit information and pack unit in Igloo Cooler for transport.

	13.
	Have SLA or 2nd CLS bring unit, Downtime Issue log and MTP/Uncrossmatched Documentation form to designated location.

	14.
	Have RN sign, date/time appropriate space on Downtime Issue log.

	15.
	Leave Cooler and MTP/Uncrossmatched Documentation form with RN and return singed Downtime Issue log to BB CLS.

	1. 
	If both INFUXM and INFWU test codes have been ordered, use the table below to determine how to result testing

Then:

Specimen testing has begun or been resulted prior to receiving the SQ INFUXM order

· Transmit patient testing using the CID number from the INFWU order.

· Allocate units to the INFWU order

· Hand enter the results for the ABORh and AS  from the original order into the INFUXM

· Answer the armband number, UO and history question in the INFUXM order

· Add Order credit codes CABR and CASC to credit duplicate billing to the INFUXM order

Specimen has not been received or testing started prior to receiving the INFUXM EPIC order

· Cancel the INFWU order as duplicate order

· Result and allocate units in the INFUXM order

Note: If unit was issued to an infant who a chart was not created for (typically not a Live Birth), no orders will be received. Upon notification of the non-viability, place all paperwork into the TS Coordinator’s mailbox along with note of non-viability and mother’s name/MRN.

	Allocate and test any units that have been issued after patient testing has been completed.

	3.
	Open Blood Product Issue function in the LIS 

	4.
	Access the patient by MRN.

	5.
	Select units that have been issued on the Downtime Issue log.

	6.
	Record the date and time of issue from the Downtime Issue log.

· Enter the ETC “REER”, Cooler number and initials or code of the person who issued the unit in the comment section.

· Click Save.

	7.
	Update the patient identification information and initial the Billing column on the Downtime Issue log.

	8.
	File paper Issue Log in accordion folder.
