	The purpose of this procedure is to provide instructions on the process of manually entering Echo results into the computer.


	Policy:
	· Bar code on specimen tube will be rechecked against computer screen to verify specimen identification at time of result entry.
· Hand entered results will be verified immediately after acceptance by redisplaying the results and verifying data entry against original Echo print out and print out will be initialed to document the verification.
· Capture AHG crossmatches performed on the Echo are not defined in the interface and will be resulted using this procedure.
