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2. Old Business
a. CHP revisions in progress to include SRC especially related to formaldehyde use and particular details about contact numbers.

b. Hazardous chemical waste pickup to be scheduled. Pat will notify the labs when there is a date set.

c. EVS hired a consultant for hazardous chemical waste who will begin in 2013. He toured the labs this week and found the 4th floor chemistry lab needs to purchase caps for containers that will accommodate multiple tubing. Spigots should also face up. 3. New Business
a. OSHA Revisions: An article in Advance that explains changes in MSDS’s in 2014 was distributed. All staff will have to be trained in the OSHA revisions before December 1, 2013.
b. Shipping training- all staff who prepare specimens for a courier (such as Skycom, Quest, Mayo, ARUP) for shipping must be trained in shipping. The state prepared a power point and quiz to accomplish this. This is in progress at this time. Staff from the SRC and offsite Smilow locations should be included in the training program.

Infectious Disease is trying to standardize soaps and lotions; Environmental Services is standardizing cleaning products.
