2. Old Business
A. Fire Drill procedure to include insuring the PS2 202 and Auditorium are not hosting meetings during the drill. The day before the drill either look in Event Management or ask a secretary to view and verify there are no meetings scheduled on PS2. Fire Drill Procedure revision in progress. 

B. The YNHH safety Manual will be revised after the Medical Equipment Management Plan is completed by Doug Crawfort. The work is in progress.

C. Stuart will inspect the hazardous waste rooms in April.

D. Training is 99.9% complete for 2013 Hazardous Chemical Waste. All staff who take hazardous chemicals to the storage areas must be trained every year, and pass a quiz.

E. Mark will review the plan to install signage in the 55 Park Street stairwells indicating the egress to the street on the first level. This is in progress.
F. Pat will follow up with Environmental Services to determine how to dispose of mercury bulbs. The Director of EVS: Bulbs are disposed of as Universal Waste because they contain trace amounts of mercury.  Lights are collected by personnel from Plant Engineering and brought to the Universal Waste Holding Room located in the Boardman Basement.

3. Pat will follow up with Maury Cohen about replacing the solid wood door on PS4 leading to the Smilow bridge. This should be done by an F112 and handled under Clean and Safe program.
4.  New Business
A. The new OSH labeling mandate requires that training occur by December 2013. There may be more than one way to achieve this, but it appears that Healthstream has included the information needed for compliance. Another alternative is through the YNHH vendor for MSDSs or through MTS.

B. Regina and Alicia will schedule a fire drill for this quarter.
C. Biohood certifications are due in May 2013, and will be scheduled soon.

D. A hazardous chemical waste pickup will be scheduled soon.

5. Members’ Concerns-

a. Batteries can be disposed as Universal Waste. June Fisher has a bin for old batteries next to her desk on PS2.
b. References in the Lab Medicine Emergency Preparedness Plan are made to the YNHH Emergency Plan located on the intranet.
