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I. 
PURPOSE:

To define for all laboratory staff and hospital medical staff the policy regarding testing of 
pediatric patients for reducing substances.

II. 
POLICY:

After consultation with the Department of Pediatrics we will perform testing for reducing substances other than glucose (Clinitest) on urine upon request from the patient's physician. If the physician desires testing he should indicate in order entry "Reducing Substances" requested.

Testing for reducing substances in urine is available on the pediatric and newborn nursing 
units. Testing is usually performed by nursing staff when clinically indicated. In addition, 
in conjunction with the Connecticut State Department of Health (per state law) all 
newborns are tested for galactosemia.
