I. 
PURPOSE:

To define for all laboratory and hospital staff the specimen categories and procedure to 
submit specimens for review by Clinical Pathologist and Laboratory Attending. 
II. 
POLICY:
Newly found significant clinical findings or review of problem specimens are first given to a supervisor for review (in absence of supervisor call Clin Path resident directly and use an internal comment in computer that Clin Path resident to discuss the finding with the patient’s caregiver). Requests for “smear review” (BSINT/SHINT) after it has been checked by a supervisor and are routed directly for review by Clin Path and Attending

First time significant abnormalities for supervisor review categories:

1. Blasts (blood and body fluids)

2. Immature lymphs (blood and body fluids)

3. Abnormal lymphs (blood and body fluids)

4. >60 % lymphs in an adult

5. atypical lymphs >10

6. Any verbal request for blood smear review 

7. blood parasite request 

8. bacteria and or fungi in blood and fluids (excluding only bacteria in a BAL fluid)
9. abnormal or malignant cells 

10. any unusual finding (that cannot be identified by staff)

PROCEDURE:

 
A.
Perform requested analysis as usual.


B. 
Refer new abnormal findings to a supervisor first (in absence of supervisor call Clin Path resident directly and add an internal comment in computer that Clin Path resident to discuss finding with patient’s caregiver and sent for smear review for interpretation).

C. 
Page resident providing patient demographic information, physician name and 


what the finding is and need to discuss with physician.
   D. 
 Add BSINT or (FLINT for fluid interpretation) in Soft computer and flow order in SoftFlow, affix both labels to review sheet.

E. 
Leave 1 slide on resident review tray (and 1 slide only for BSINT slides in BSINT slide box) and submit forms in resident slot.
