· When all results are posted and popup will appear stating “test(s) were posted to QC order #”

· If QC is out a new QC order and label will be generated depending on the Action taken (A new order will be generated and linked to the original QC order)

· Highlight Order that contains the Lot Record MCOAGN

How to Run and Result Thrombin Time QC:

· Order QC tests in BCS for TT 

· Go into Instrument menu

· Highlight Order that contains the Lot Record MCOAG1
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· If TT result is out the screen will bridge to TQC

· Choose Action from Action ID then Click OK

· When TT result is posted and popup will appear stating “1 test(s) were posted to QC order #”

· If QC is out a new QC order and label will be generated depending on the Action taken (A new order will be generated and linked to the original QC order)

· Click OK (the label is not needed but will automatically be printed)

· Rerun control and repeat above steps if needed

· When TT controls is in patient samples may be run
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
