To print a pending test list:

-Open resulting worklist to be printed from direction above

-Click on the printer icon 
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 then click on Worklist

-Change the printer to the appropriate laser printer

-Change the Layout to Regular by clicking on the ▽and clicking on Regular

-Click OK to print
To call extra labels from Resulting Worklist (to use for aliquot tubes):

-Select the order that needs labels printed

-Click on the Printer icon  
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-Click on Selected Label

-Change the printer to the appropriate label printer

-Click on the box next to HBT (Hematology Blue Top) so there’s a check in the box

-If more than one label is needed(Click on the Label Properties tab

-Change the # of copies to the # of labels to be printed

-Click OK and labels will print to the label printer specified

Samples to be run and verified on the BCS:

-Sample arrives at Special Coag Bench after being spun for 20 minutes
-Uncap samples, place in BCS rack and run specified tests on BCS

-If results are not flagged by the instrument and are within normal reference value ranges the result will be autoverified

-If results are flagged or outside of the normal range they need to be manually verified:

-Open Instrument Menu

∙  Under Select Instrument: Choose MBCS3

∙  Under Select Date: Choose Loadlist and today’s results

-Tests that are pending are under Test List

∙  If there is a V in the Flags column and by a test result then that test was 

   autoverified but there is a pending test on the order

-Check results for flags and errors.  

-If all results are OK to release on the order then select Post All.

-If only specific results are OK to release:

∙  Click on the Lab Results menu on the bottom of the Instrument Menu screen

 
∙  Select the result that is going to be verified


∙  Click on Verify and Save

*If the RCF result is >150 then that result is automatically canceled and the RCFH result is what will be available to verify

Verifying Factor Assays:

-Normal results will autoverify showing 1 test on the Instrument Menu

-Abnormal results will not autoverify and may show multiple results in the Instrument Menu


∙  Each dilution point that was run will be viewable ex. F210, F220, F240 for
            Factor II

∙  If there is an orange ? with any factor assay result – no result will appear on the instrument menu

-Look at results on the BCS Screen to determine what result will be entered

-Click on the Lab Results menu on the bottom of the Instrument Menu screen and 

 enter the result from the BCS in the result field of the test

-Select the result and click Post All to verify results

-If all results are not ready to be resulted:

∙  Select (left click) the test that won’t be resulted and press F4.  This will 

  “cancel” the test result being sent out.  A “C” will appear in the Status column.

∙  To verify the result simply repeat the above and the “C” will no longer be in the 

  Status column and the result may be verified

Samples to be run and verified on the Stago:

-Sample arrives at the Special Coag Bench after being spun for 20 minutes 
-Uncap samples, enter patient name and order number into Stago and order appropriate tests

-Results will need to be manually verified:

-If VWFAG 1/8 is <60 then that result is automatically canceled and the 1/2 result is what will be available to verify

-If PRS is <50 then PRSTF is automatically reflexed on to the order
