We may, at times, also need to have comparisons run in open mode.

Review all results and those from YPB lab, specimen to specimen and mean 

                   average of each instrument.

Evaluate if results acceptable from all instruments, any problems or need to 


calibrate. (Tolerance limits for each parameter can be found in Sapphire   

                  Operators Manual). Resolve any instrument operation problems and redo whole   

                  blood comparison. If operation is acceptable, recalibrate problem parameters.

Sign off on comparison sheet and file in “whole blood comparison” notebook.
