      PROCESS:

The Hematology lab stated TAT for stats are test specific from the received time into the hematology lab until the release of results. Laboratory technologists are required to review pending reports hourly and aggressively pursue samples approaching or beyond the TAT for STAT lab tests.  It is the technologists’ responsibility to follow up on any incomplete test requests/missing data for their assigned area and to alert any other area where results incomplete. It is also the technologists’ responsibility to comment on the pending report the reason(s) for delayed reporting, initial and file report in pending area clipboard. To that end the lab monitors STAT ordered samples.
