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I.           PURPOSE:

                To determine guidelines for autoverification of Urinalysis results utilizing Atlas 
  
  instruments.

II.           POLICY:

Therefore, Urine samples with results that fall within established parameters and have no sample and instrument flags will be autoverified.  Prior to running autoverification, commercial QC is run every 8 hours as well as patient references after a reagent change to assure acceptable results. In the event of unacceptable and/or unresolvable QC issues, patient samples are not run on instrument having issues.  In the event of unresolvable autoverification problems, autoverification is to be disabled by Hematology personnel (preferably a Soft superuser but any hematology tech can disable if superuser is not available).
