· The email that everyone got from Anthem is in regards to services offered to us after the breach.  Everyone can go in and sign up for those services. · UF1000 and changing reagents – after reagent replacement, run your controls record, initial and date in the maintenance logs.    
· QC for the routine coags – before you run any patient samples make sure you run all levels of QC.  A photo copy of QC screen is next to each monitor. Parveen circled all the QC assays need to be done each shift.
· Andrew started the Lamellar body controls-lot to lot correlation.  It’s only going to last 8 days because they  expire on 3/1.  If you can run the QC on both instruments each morning, post the test at of 4, 5, 6 as usual.
· When we get the bone marrow requisitions, even if Flow is not checked off, we will still   prep for Flow.    
· The CAP window is open and people need to follow the procedures as written.  If there is a problem as they are written bring it to a supervisor attention and try to discuss it.   Don’t write the notes on the paper copies of procedures.
