·  Red Brick Health – this is going to be our new “Know your numbers” for this year.  You can get a $500.00 credit towards2016 Medical Benefits Premium if you have your blood tested for know your numbers, also if you get registered on the Red Brick Health website.  A $300 and $200 credit can be acquired by completing a series of activities.  Information is going to be posted.  You will receive the information in the mail. This all starts on Monday, May 4th.  Try to register early to avoid long lines.
· Critical results – You need to call the Critical results within 30 minutes according to policy. A few were missed over the weekend.

· SRC is sending all the Retics to our lab.  They will monitor their pending lists.  It is their responsibility to get their Retics to us.
· Lab Med has a new brochure.  There will also be a modified one for the Career Fairs.  There is going to be a High School Career Fair at the Field House on May 7th and Lab Medicine will attend.
· The Bone Marrow Tech position has been approved for Lab Med and we will be hiring someone.  Pat had a meeting with NP 11 & NP7 and they will figure out the patient schedule. The Lab’s role is to evaluate the aspirate to make sure there are particles. If we don’t see particles in the pull they can do another one or reposition the needle to get more.  We are trying to make an optimum smear.  The vacancy was approved for 32 hours, Monday through Friday and some weekends and holidays.  Dr. Gore who is in charge of this area will be speaking with the Surg Path to review changes to the procedure.  There will be 2 techs involved in the procedure.  Now you will have physical contact with the patient.  Introduce yourself and explain to the patient what are you going to do so they know why are you are there.
· Tuesday May 5th Tomorrow, Tuesday May 5th at 9:00 am: New procedure for Clinitest will be put into LIVE2. Changes to the procedure: 1. No more checking high Specific gravities off the Atlas with the digital refractometer. 2. Specific Gravities of 1.035 and >, will no longer reflex to a Clinitest on adult patients. Only on pediatric patients < 3 years. All specific gravities from Atlas will be reported out. Specific gravities of > 1.045 will be reported as that.

· All send out test will be done by the central processing Reference Lab.  If you get a primary tube for send out along with specials of same patient, do not spin the send out tube and return it to LA’s. If it is already spun with other tubes, make 2 aliquots and hand over to LA’s. If it is a shared sample it will be processed as special coag tube and leave a note as “Shared sample with reference lab (send out).

· Sapphires are going to be moved next week.  Facilities will be moving Sapphire 1 & 4 to the back of the lab where whole blood platelet aggregation was. The week of May 11 the 2 electrical and data posts will be moved on either side of Sapphire 3 & 4, and the drain will also be modified for the Sysmex XN-9000 cell counters. 
· There was an informational meeting on procalcitonin.  This is an assay to diagnose a Sepsis.  SRC performs this test, when we get a request for procalcitonin it will be directed to the SRC lab.
· It’s ok if you need to have a conversation while you are doing your work.  It’s ok if you are working and a conversation is getting a little bit loud to say to your coworkers to please lower the tone a little bit because you are trying to concentrate and vice versa.  If you are working you can say to the person, I need a minute I need to concentrate and I can’t talk to you right now.   It’s ok to chat and catch-up but be mindful of others and the impact that may have on their concentration.  This goes both ways.
