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	Purpose

Patients with known antibodies need to have their blood bank workups done prior to their surgery date to ensure that compatible blood will be available and surgery will not be delayed or cancelled.  Patients may be worked up three days to two weeks prior to surgery if he/she has not been transfused or pregnant within the previous three months.

Two units of antigen negative, crossmatched red cells must be available on the day of surgery.  Additional units may be requested by ordering physician.

Specimen
A pre-admission specimen is good for up to 2 weeks unless or until the patient is transfused, provided that the patient has not been pregnant or transfused within the last three months.  Once the patient is transfused, the specimen outdate reverts to three days.
Patient will have blood drawn for an antibody workup, including enough specimen for a possible workup at the reference laboratory, if necessary. 
· Three 6cc pink tops ( one for RMC and two for reference laboratory)
Refer to Specimen Requirements, Labeling, and Storage procedure for additional specimen requirements.

	Double click on the “Lab Surg Sched” icon on the computer.

	2.
	Enter a date seven days in the future from the present date in both the beginning and ending date entry boxes.  The date must be entered in the yyyy-mm-dd format. Click on OK

	3.
	The surgery schedule for the date entered displays on the screen.  Print the schedule by clicking on the printer icon in the upper left hand corner.

	4.
	Using the printed surgery schedule the tech will look up patients requiring a Type and Screen and/or crossmatch in the HBB computer for any available information regarding a known antibody.

	Record patient’s blood type or write “New” on the schedule. Initial this sheet and place in the appropriate daily surgicals folder.  Discard the previous week’s sheet.

 If the patient has a known antibody, record their name, surgery date, antibody, and date to call patient on the “Surgical Patients with Antibodies Log” and then place Surgery Schedule in the daily folder. 

	6.
	Surgical information sheet is paper clipped to the outside of the “Surgical Patients with Antibodies” folder.

	7.
	Lead or assigned tech will call patient, explain the procedure, and schedule a date at least three days  prior to surgery for them to come and have their blood work done.   If the patient has been pregnant or received a transfusion in the previous three months, they must be scheduled no more than three days prior to the surgery date for the preadmission draw.   The date scheduled will be recorded on the log sheet.  Form is filed at Front Desk area with the day’s outpatient draws.

	8.
	When patient comes to be drawn, they must go to admitting to be registered.  Most surgical patients are pre-registered (with an active visit ID) two weeks before their scheduled surgery.

	9.
	Patient is to be banded with a blue Secureline Blood Band-Plus armband. Instruct patient to leave the arm band on until admission.  Confirm patient’s pregnancy and/or transfusion status. Record this information on the surgical information sheet along with the Blue Secureline Blood Band-Plus number and place on Blood Bank Lead’s desk. Copy the form and send via interoffice mail to Surgery and fax to #8068 (SDS) for the patient’s chart.  Completed forms are to be filed in the monthly unit tag folders.

	10.
	Standing orders to be ordered in Horizon Lab:  Type and Screen, 2 units of antigen negative RBCs, ABID, and RCA if necessary. 

	11.
	Specimen will be received in Horizon Lab.

	12.
	In order to change the specimen expiration date to two weeks, if appropriate, the specimen must be recorded in Horizon Blood Bank according to the following procedure:

	Result Reporting
Follow HBB procedure for resulting testing.
· If necessary, refer patient specimens to Reference Laboratory.



	Limitations
If the patient removes his/her armband prior to admission, the blood bank testing must be repeated with a new, properly labeled specimen drawn after the patient is rebanded upon returning to the hospital.
Interpretation of current tests must be compared with the patient’s past records to detect a possible error or potentially dangerous situation.

	Safety
