Procedure Notes
· Before selecting units for testing, check Blood and Blood Component Packing List for historical antigen typing.  If unit is available in bank, proceed to confirm antigen typing (Historical typing cannot be accepted as the type of record)

· If there is a unit in the bank with an Antigen Negative tag from the supplier, the unit does not need to be retyped.

· If necessary, antigen negative or historically typed units can be ordered per Ordering Products from Supplier

· Positive control should be heterozygous

· Perform DAT on all patients in conjunction with antigen testing

· Refer to specific Antigen Testing procedures for cell suspension percentages and diluents
