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Purpose 
This procedure provides instructions for issuing uncrossmatched red cells in emergency situations and for performing the post issue crossmatch.
Specimen

The specimen of choice is fresh EDTA plasma and red blood cells.

Refer to Specimen Requirements, Labeling and Storage Procedure.

Procedure:
All units issued before type and screen completed will be issued following this procedure
· Transfuse o negative red blood cells and ab plasma
· Send secureline blood-band with pickup person to be placed on patient
· Four o negative units will be issued to a single secureline blood-band
· If time permits check patient record for previous antibodies and/or other transfusion issues and notify physician immediately
