	Purpose
This procedure provides instructions for the issuing of blood products using Horizon Blood Bank.
Procedure Notes

· An RN, LPN, HUC or any designated individual may pick up blood products, providing they bring a pink request slip with patient’s name, medical record number, and transfusion criteria indicated..
Restrictions

· If any identifier does not match, the unit is not issued until the problem is resolved.

· Blood products may be signed out for only one patient at a time.

· In the case of acute blood loss, more than one unit may be signed out at the same time for the same patient.

· Components must meet visual inspection criteria as defined by the Visual Inspection Reference Guide at the end of this procedure.  If an abnormality is found, the component is not issued unless authorized by the Medical Director.


	Procedure
Blood Bank tech and individual picking up the component proceed as follows:

Step

Action

1.

The component and unit tag labeled with Recipient Information are retrieved from the blood bank. 
2.

Record the transfusion criteria from the pink slip on the unit tag.

3.

When issuing red blood cells, the Blood Bank tech removes 2-3 segments from the unit and places a unit sticker around the segments, which are stored in the appropriate bin in the Bacti refrigerator, where they are held for 2 weeks. 
4.

Place a barcoded unit number sticker on the pink request slip. If a sticker is not available, record the unit number on the request slip, including the Check Sum digit on ISBT labeling.
