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	DxH 800 New Reagent Lot Verification


PURPOSE  
Checks are performed on inert materials to ensure that new lots do not interfere with the method (e.g. performance of background counts on diluents). 
GUIDELINES
The hematology department maintains sequestered lot for reagents necessary to run CBC with
differential, reticulocyte counts and body fluids. Daily background checks are automatically performed on both DxHs every 24 hours. There are times extra reagent needs to be ordered and the lots differ from our sequester. Follow steps below to stay in compliance.
1. Every diluent  lot placed on the DxH needs a background count performed.
2. If the DxH Pak has a different lot from previous then 2 levels of 6C will need to be run to                validate.
3. If the DxH Retic Pak has a different lot from previous then 2 levels of Retic X will need to be run

    to validate.
PROCEDURE
1. If lot is the same no action is necessary. Go to supplies to see current lots.
2. If LH Pak or Retic Pak needs to be changed and the lots are different then change out the            reagent, to do so;
   a. Go to supplies icon, then setup.

   b. Open your reagent and place open date and expiration.

   c. Scan the large bar code first then smaller then press enter on key board.

   d. The reagent information will show and another window will appear to confirm, press ok.
   e. To document that QC was performed, from main menu click event log icon.
   f. In upper left corner select from drop down box summary data log and locate the reagent you 

      changed out. At the bottom of page you’ll see a comment tab.

   g. Click on this and place a comment that 2 levels of the appropriate QC were run and good.

3. Important- at the beginning of every shift it will be necessary to review your Supplies.
   a. If both lots are the same for diluents then no action required.

   b. If the lots are different for the diluents then the alarm that is triggered at 5% left will notify

       you that a switch of diluents is coming soon.

   c. When the diluents that’s yellow has gone red then you should request a daily checks.

   d. From the Daily checks icon at bottom of screen click daily checks. Then OK.
   e. Once background has passed you can go to Event log icon.

   f. Click event log icon, then in upper left a drop down box and choose Data Summary log.

   g. Find the diluent lot that you performed the daily check on and make comment by clicking

       the comment tab at the bottom of page. Say new lot.
