POLICY

It is the policy of Verde Valley Medical Center (VVMC) that all hospital patients, personnel, physicians and vendors wear appropriate identification at all times. This is necessary for proper access and security of sensitive areas and information. 

PROCEDURE


Patients


All patients will be identified by an arm band which will list:



Patient’s Name 
Admission Date



Account Number
Physician’s Name


Employees/Physicians


Employees/Physicians are assigned a name badge when hired which contains at a minimum their photograph, the employee’s first name, and their department.


Sales/Vendors/Construction


All sales personnel/vendors/construction workers will be issued temporary identification either by Supply Chain Management, Plant Operations, PBX or Pharmacy. The passes will be returned to the PBX Information Desk when leaving the facility.


Visitors


Visitors to Women and Infants Unit will be issued ID – other facility visitors are not issued any form of identification.
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
