Reporting Ampicillin Etest on Enterococcus from Sterile body Sources

When prompted to set up an Etest Ampicillin to confirm Ampicillin Resistance: 

1. Do not report Ampicillin in Phx panel when entering MICs; comment “Ampicillin MIC to follow”.

2. Perform ETAM.
3. Enter Ampicillin MIC as ETAM, a separate procedure.
