Send pure or predominant yeast isolates from the following sources to
            Mycology for further identification.

Send any yeast which has a corresponding Mycology culture for identification.
MOULD
Send moulds from bacteriology cultures which have a corresponding Mycolo​gy 
culture to Mycology for identification.  Tape all plates and put them in the Mycology
 biological safety cabinet (BSC). 
      Send any mould from a sterile body source and predominant moulds from non-sterile 
      sites to Mycology for identification.



b.
Consult with a supervisor or specialist on the significance of ​​non-
                              predominant moulds in mixed bacterial cultures. In general, all moulds 
                              from burn patients, tissues, ears, eyes, aspirates and abscesses are sent 
                              to Mycology for identification.

SPECIMEN
A.  Send the original bacteriology plates to Mycolo​gy.

B.  Print out a copy of the most recent preliminary report and submit to Mycology along 
      with the bacteriology plates.

REPORTING
A.  Preliminary reports

B.  Final reports
