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Principle: 
Amniotest swab is used to detect the pH in fluid from a pH of 5.0-7.5.  A pH of 6.5 or higher in the upper vagina is consistent with leakage of amniotic fluid.
Sample Collection:
Vaginal secretions are collected from the posterior vaginal pool obtained by a speculum that has not been lubricated with petroleum jelly (water based Lubricants are O.K. – “Surgilube, and K-Y”).
Saturate the amniotest swab with the Specimen.

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Simple Test Procedure

1. “Peel”

Remove sterile swab from individual wrapper by pesiing
open the AmnioTest™ sleeve. Note: Do nat allow swab tp
0 come in contact with anything before test is performed.

2. "Swab”

Insert swab so that. nitrazine tip gently comes in contact
‘with the upper cervical area for 10-15 seconds. A specu-
lum may be used during this phase of the procedure to
limit swab exposuNe to anything that may affect pH [ie.
urine, bacterial.

3. “Read”

After carefully removing swab, simply compane the swab
tip colour to the interpretation card supplied by ProLab
and record the carresponding pH level. Discard swab and
return box to storage area being sure to close lid properly.
Exposure to light ar humidty may affect performance of
the proudet.
