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Preadmission Request For Blood

Purpose:
To describe the process for receiving and testing samples when patients qualify for the preadmissions protocol.
Policy:
Qualification for the preadmission protocol requires a patient history of no pregnancy or blood transfusion within the last 3 months. These patients may have their pretransfusion samples drawn up to 14 days before a planned surgery or procedure.  Patients who have been pregnant or transfused within the last 3 months must have their sample drawn within 72 hours of the planned surgery or procedure.

	· Receiving and Entering Preadmission Orders

· Sample and order for preadmission testing and/or blood products is received on a Transfusion Services Preadmission Testing and Blood Product Order Form with the following requirements:

· All order information completed.

· Two signatures for patient ID verification.

· Documented “No” answers to the required questions below.

· Pre-anesthesia care staff will draw the sample and document on the form that the answers to the following questions are “No.”

· “Have you been pregnant in the last 3 months?”

· “Have you received a transfusion in the last 3 months?”

· Samples may be drawn up to 14 days in advance of surgery.

· The Sample expires at the end of the 14th day or 3 days after surgery, whichever is sooner.  

· Enter Orders into the LIS using PAC location and current encounter.

· Enter “Preadmission” under Order Comments.

	· Testing Type and Screen Orders:

· Perform ABO/Rh and Antibody Screen testing within 48 hours of sample draw.
· Only if ABS is negative, change default Sample exp. date to 14 days post draw or 3 days post Surgery date.  
· Patients with Positive Antibody History, or Positive results on current sample must have a minimum of 2 units crossmatched prior to surgery 
· NOTE: Based on type of surgery, Medical Director of Transfusion Services/Resident/Covering Physician & Surgeon may elect to crossmatch more units prior to surgery 
· See Step 4 below.

	· Testing Type and Crossmatch Orders for patients who qualify for Electronic/Computer crossmatch:

· Perform the ABO/Rh and Antibody Screen within 48 hours of sample draw.

· Change the default sample expiration date to 14 days post draw or 3 days post surgery date, whichever is sooner.

· Compatibility testing for red cell products will be when the product is requested for transfusion.
· File the Preadmission Patient Testing and Blood Product Order Form in the Preadmission Surgery Pending File.

· Store the patient sample.

	· Testing Type and Crossmatch Orders for patient with Positive Antibody History:

· Do not update the sample expiration date.  It should stay at the default date of 3 days post draw.

· Perform ABO Rh and Antibody Screen if not performed in Step 2 above.

· Call Positive Results to Pre-Anesthesia Care Unit RN.  Request a new Sample to be drawn immediately when patient is admitted.

· File the Preadmission Patient Testing and Blood Product Order Form in the Preadmission Surgery Pending File.

· Notify the Lead and Transfusion Services Physician.  Depending upon the Surgery Date and the Antibody present, Antigen Negative units may be ordered.

	· Testing Orders for Autologous Blood 

· Perform ABO Rh and Antibody Screen within 48 hours of Sample draw.

· Call PSBC to see if patient has donated Autologous Blood.

· Note on the form whether blood is currently available or scheduled before Surgery Date.

· File the Preadmission Patient Testing and Blood Product Order Form in the Preadmission Surgery Pending File.
