	· Data downloaded from the Puget Sound Blood Center database, will not be used to qualify a patient for Electronic/Computer crossmatch, as downloaded data does not contain serologic reactions.
· Positive Antibody histories from Data downloaded from the Puget Sound Blood Center database will be honored.

· An exact match of two independent identifiers is required for verification of patient sample with historical information.  The two identifiers used by the HMC Transfusion Service are Name, (Last, First Middle) and Hospital Identification (HID or MRN).  

· Date of Birth and SSN can be used for additional verification.

· Patients with duplicate records in Sunquest will be investigated by inquiries to the nursing unit and Admitting Dept. to verify current information and be linked per guidelines below.
· Historical data that meets the following criteria may be linked to current data in Sunquest using Link function after review by Transfusion Service Manager.
