· Draw a single line through the original expiration date on the existing label.

· Legibly write the new expiration date and time and Tech ID under the original expiration date.

· With a second person, check the expiration date change.

· Affixing Hematrax Label
	THEN:
· With a second person, verify that the following are identical on the original label and the Hematrax label:

· ABO/Rh

· Unit Number
· Volume
· Verify that the product name and code on the new label reflect the product modification.
· Verify that the collection facility and the modifying facility are correct.
· Carefully affix label to cover previous label completely.
