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PURPOSE                      
To describe the procedure for obtaining paraffin sections and tissue shaves without DNase / RNase contamination.
SCOPE

For all Histology technician and Technologists cutting Oncotype and Mutational Analysis requests.
PROCEDURE
Important: For all in-house requests, FIRST, check that the case has been finalized PRIOR to cutting. If case is finalized, proceed to cutting. If case is not finalized, notify ordering resident or attending prior to cutting. ***These requests are HIGH PRIORITY with 24 hours TAT.
A) Mutational Analysis
1. Slide room staff or Attending will submit the order via Power Path or pink form.
2. Requests will show on the “Special Stain/ Recut” work list. 

3. Retrieve block(s) and identify which cutting protocol applies.
***If request is for EGFR or KRAS, proceed to Curl Protocol remembering to cut unstained slides and HE first before any curls are cut.
*** If request is for ONCOPLEX, BRAF, CKIT, IDH MUTATION or MSI,   

   Proceed to Slide Protocol.
I.  CURL PROTOCOL:
a.   Prepare 2 Effendorf tubes and label with preprinted labels MOL CURLS 1 and 2.
b.   Cut and stain MOL HE slide (for Genetics lab).
c.   Cut 3 sections at 4 micron each and place one section on each charge slides labeled FISH US.
d.   Air dry these US slides, scan and deliver to IHC lab.
e.   Cut 10 curls of 10 micron section placing 5 curls in each tube. Cut curls even        though the tissue is exhausted. 
      f.    Place the Effendorf tubes and MOL H&E slide together and deliver to Genetics lab. If after hours, please deliver in their mail box in NW220.
II. SLIDE PROTOCOL:
a. Cut MOL H&E slide.
b. Cut10 sections at 10 micron each placing one section each on a regular slide labeled MOL US.
    Continue to cut sections even if the tissue is getting exhausted. Sections are OK to have folds but try your best to lay the sections flat.
c. Air dry all unstained slides for Genetics lab.
d. Place the 10 unstained slides and MOL H&E slide together and deliver to Genetics lab. If after hours, please deliver in their mail box in NW220.
B) Oncotype:
1. Slide room staff will submit the order on the applicable forms.

2. Orders will show in the “Special Stain/Recut” work list.
3. Retrieve the block(s) and print charged slides to be use.
***Remember to omit patient’s name on each slides before printing slides. 

4. Perform the tasks as follows:

· Make sure water bath is clean and free of any floaters.

· Use fresh blade on every block.

· Use clean cutting tools.

· Wear gloves while cutting.

· Cut 15 serial sections at 5 microns each and place each section on 15 serially numbered charged slides.

· Air dry slides.

· Verify request from the work list.

5. Scan and deliver slides to slide room mail box in BB220.
