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PURPOSE                      

The IHC lab does not perform the ELISA testing for Desmoglien I and III.  

The request usually will be sent to IHC lab when clinician requests an indirect immunofluorescence on the patient's serum / blood in addition to the ELISA testing.  The indirect immunofluorescence will be performed by one of IHC technologist and the rest of the serum will be sent to Mayo Clinic for ELISA testing.
PROCEDURE

Follow the steps below for taking care of specimens for ELISA testing:
1. Make an additional copy of the request form

2. Separate the serum from whole blood by centrifuging it at 1800 rpm for 10 minutes, if needed.

3. Split the serum in half, keep one half for indirect immunofluorescence and save the other half to be sent to Mayo Clinic.  Make sure both tubes are labeled with correct patient identifiers.

4. Put the tubes saved for Mayo Clinic in a biohazard specimen bag and staple it to one of the request forms.

5. Add the following information to the request form and send the serum with the attached request form to Lab Medicine (NW-220) for send out.

Please send this serum to Mayo Clinic for ELISA testing (DesgI and III).  The indirect IF already performed in IHC lab.
