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PURPOSE                      

To identify and inform the Labor and Delivery department of unlabeled placental specimens.
PROCEDURE

1. Anatomic Pathology technical support staff will pick up placentas daily from Labor and Delivery.  When a placenta, missing proper patient identification and /or the Placental Pathology Consultation Request form, is found in the Labor and Delivery refrigerator the technical support staff will need to fill out the Unlabeled Placenta form.
2. The number of placentas, date, refrigerator, room number and name of the Pathology staff completing the form are required fields.

3. Once the form is completed, leave it with the Labor and Delivery charge nurse at the department's front desk.

4. Labor and Delivery staff will correct the problems noted on the Unlabeled Placenta Form and attach the completed form to the placenta(s) in question.  After the placenta(s) is transported and accessioned in Pathology the Pathology staff will record the event in the quality assurance field in the Req Data tab in the PowerPath case.
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
