SCOPE

PROCEDURE

Fixation: 
10% NBF

Sectioning:

Cut paraffin sections at 4 micron

Quality control:

A section containing mast cells

Solutions:

Toluidine Blue Solutions
      Toluidine blue …….0.1 g
       Distilled water……. 100.0 ml

Procedure:

1. Deparaffinize sections and hydrate to distilled water.

2.  Stain sections in toluidine blue solution for 10 minutes.

3. Rinse in distilled water.

4. Quickly dehydrate through 95% and 100% alcohols.

5. Clear in xylene and mount slides.
